Dear Friends:

Five years ago God Gave me a dream.
A dream of a place where students
from our school projects can come to
hear and experience God’s love. A
place where these young people can
come to learn different skills that
would give them an opportunity to a
brighter future. That dream led to the
start of Student Center ministry. We
were able to rent a house and build
some classrooms where we teach Eng-
lish, computer, music and Bible to
over 500 young people daily. How-
ever, the lack of space limited our ca-
pacity to provide more classes and
reach out to more young people. Also,
we have no place to house our stu-
dents from the floating school.
Our floating school provides a place
for the children of the floating villages
on the Tonle Sap lake

to go to

school. But the school provides educa-
tion from first to sixth grade.

My prayer has been that we
can build a student center that pro-
vides a facility for teaching and a place
for the students from the floating
school to stay so that they can con-
tinue their education. God answered
my prayer! Our New Dream Student
Center will be completed next month.
Thank you for your faithful support to
us and the work of the Lord in Cam-
bodia. We consider it a great honor
to be your extended hand of God's
love reaching and touching the broken
and lost people of Cambodia for God.

First, Prayer demands discipline It is
not easy to pray unless you understand the
purpose. We often have the wrong per-
ception of prayer. Prayer should be free
expression, and spontaneous. Prayer does
not need to be lengthy to be effective.
And it does not need to repetitive, but a
real expression from the heart. To use
prayer as an effective tool, we must

discipline ourselves to pray consistently.
Prayer and praying is not hard when it is
viewed as a privilege, as intimacy, as fel-
lowship, and viewed as presence, not just
purpose.
